BREEDING CONTRACT – shipped cooled semen
This Agreement is made by and between  J-Bar Farm and Kennel  (also referred to as “Stallion Owner”) and __________________________ (hereinafter “Mare Owner”) for a breeding to the stallion:

McCurdy Plantation Horse  #F-16

Stud Fee:  $500

(hereinafter “Stallion”) for the 2008 breeding season.   This fee includes one shipment of cooled semen.

A photocopy of Mare’s registration papers must accompany this contract.

1. This Stallion fee ($500), providing it is already paid, is refundable only in the event of the death of the above named Mare prior to breeding or in the event that the above named Stallion becomes unfit for service, dies or is sold prior to impregnating Mare.  All other incurred expenses shall be due and are not refundable.

2. This is a LIVE FOAL GUARANTEE.  A live foal is described as a newborn 

foal that stands and nurses without assistance.  If the foal will not stand and suck, and death occurs, the Mare Owner will be entitled to a free breeding during the season of the following year only, and to the same Mare.  This guarantee does not include death from injury to the foal.  Only the Stud Fee is free, all other fees apply, and are the responsibility of the Mare Owner.  This guarantee will apply only if the Stallion Owner is notified within 7 days from the time of death of the foal.  This notice must 
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be accompanied by a statement from a licensed veterinarian.     Booster Rhinopneumonitis (killed-virus) vaccinations must be administered as indicated by the individual drug manufacturers as the Mare progresses

through  her pregnancy.  Failure to do this will void the Live Foal Guarantee.  The Mare Owner must pay any collection, shipping and/or veterinary charges if Mare requires reinsemination.  Mare Owner agrees that Stallion Owner and/or Manager does not make any guarantees as to the quality, or conformation of the foal nor that the foal will be free of any infirmity, conformation defect, disease, or inherited trait.

3. This contract is  nontransferable.  In the event the Mare is sold or otherwise disposed of prior to birth of the foal, the Live Foal Guarantee will no longer be valid.

4. Stallion Owner shall not issue breeders certificate to Mare Owner until 

after Mare Owner notifies Stallion Owner that Mare has produced a live foal.  Stallion Owner shall not issue breeders certificate to Mare Owner until all outstanding debts (if any) are paid to Stallion Owner.

5. Stallion Owner’s responsibility is to ship semen in viable condition and that sperm count, motility, collection and packaging procedures meet and/or exceed industry standards, but assumes no responsibility for the loss of semen viability or associated expense due to any delay in shipment, delay in airline schedules or delay in courier services beyond our control.  If shipment is lost or delayed, Mare Owner assumes all risks of lost time and expense associated with preparation of his/her Mare for breeding.

6. Mare Owner agrees that semen may be used for the designated Mare only.

Mare must be inseminated by a licensed veterinarian or authorized technician the same day of delivery of semen and proper methods of handling semen and preparing the Mare must be used.

7. Stallion Owner will use an Equine Semen Transporter.  The Equitainer and all of the container supplies such as the isothermalizer, specimen cup and coolant cans must be returned to J-Bar Farm and Kennel in useable condition.  Mare Owner could be charged up to $300 to replace container and/or components of container.  The Equitainer must be shipped back to J-Bar Farm and Kennel within 48 hours after last insemination.  In the case that an Equitainer is not available a disposable shipping container will be used which does not need to be returned to Stallion Owner.  The Stallion Owner will cover the cost of the initial disposable shipping container.  Mare Owner will be billed for cost of each additional disposable container.
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8. Mare Owner agrees to contact J-Bar Farm and Kennel, either by fax, phone or by email 3 SEPARATE TIMES:

#1   When you or your veterinarian detects the first day of heat for your Mare

#2   After your veterinarian checks your Mare to let us know when he first approximates the date of ovulation and when he wants semen to be shipped.

#3   The day BEFORE semen is to be shipped.  The J-Bar Farm and Kennel needs to be contacted before 3 pm/pt.  If not, an emergency fee of $100 will be charged to the Mare Owner.

9. The Stallion Fee ($500) must be paid a minimum of seven (7) days before any semen will be shipped.   Mare Owner is  also responsible for the $225 collection fee, and shipping overnight  FedEx fee, determined by the distance of Mare Owner’s shipment destination.   These fees are due upon receipt.

10.  If additional shipments are needed, Mare Owner is responsible for $225 collection fee per shipment which is due before semen will be shipped.  Shipping and container costs will be billed to Mare Owner and are due upon receipt.  The Mare Owner shall receive up to three (3) separate shipments of cooled semen for contracted year of this agreement for the listed stallion service fee.  If the Mare fails to conceive on the 2nd shipment in one year, the Mare must be examined by a licensed veterinarian or approved technician to determine the problem.  

11. If at any time Mare Owner wishes to substitute for another Mare to fulfill 

the remainder of this contract or should the Mare die or is found not to be in sound breeding condition, the Mare Owner may do so upon written approval from Stallion Owner.

12. If the Mare fails to settle, for any reason,  Mare Owner will hold Stallion 

Owner blameless.  Mare Owner agrees to give Stallion Owner ample time to settle Mare.

INDEMNITY CLAUSE:
The parties agree the Mare Owner or Breeding Farm shall assume all responsibility for the condition of the mare and shall bear all risk of loss or damage to the Mare whether by death, disease, injury, infection, or otherwise, 
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and by any cause whatsoever, and therefore agree to hold J-Bar Farm and Kennel or any person employed by or associated with J-Bar Farm and Kennel harmless for any and all damages associated therewith.  Mare Owner or Breeding Farm specifically understands that J-Bar Farm and Kennel makes no warranties or 

guarantees, expressed or implied as to  the fertilizing capacity of any semen provided by J-Bar Farm and Kennel.

This document constitutes the entire agreement between parties; any amendments to or modifications of the terms of the agreement must be in writing.  When Mare Owner and Stallion Owner/Agent have signed this contract, it will be binding on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions.  Should it be necessary for Stallion Owner to employ an attorney to enforce any of the terms of this agreement, including collection of money owed, Mare Owner shall pay attorney’s fees, costs of suits, and expenses reasonably related to enforcing this agreement.
